VA Dental Insurance Program (VADIP) 

Fact Sheet 

The Department of Veterans Affairs provides comprehensive  dental care to Veterans who meet eligibility 

standards; however, the benefit is not available to many Veterans. VA would like all Veterans and benefi-

ciaries to have access to good oral health. Good oral health is more than just a nice smile or ability to 

chew favorite foods ï it impacts a personôs overall health throughout his or her life.  

VAôs Dental Insurance Program (VADIP) offers enrolled Veterans and beneficiaries of VAôs Civilian Health 

and Medical Program (CHAMPVA) the opportunity to purchase dental insurance at a reduced cost. 

(VADIP) was established as a pilot program by the Caregivers and Veterans Omnibus Health Services 

Act of 2012. The pilot program, which began Jan. 1, 2014, and ended Jan. 31, 2017, assessed the feasi-

bility and advisability of providing a premium based dental insurance plan to eligible individuals. The VA 

Dental Insurance Reauthorization Act of 2016, signed into law July 29, 2016, allows VA to continue VA-

DIP until Dec. 31, 2021.  

Pilot program contracts with dental insurance providers Delta  Dental and MetLife expired Jan. 31, 2017. 

The acquisition process to let new contracts is underway. New enrollments are  suspended until insur-

ance providers under the new contract are selected and able to support the program. VA will announce 

the insurance providers and timeline for new enrollments as soon as the contract acquisition process is 

complete and timelines are  set. 

Individuals enrolled in VADIP when the pilot contracts expired automatically receive continued coverage 

for up to 12 months, not to exceed Jan. 31, 2018, depending on the terms of their Delta Dental or MetLife 

plan. For more information, those individuals should contact their insurance provider. The telephone num-

ber for Delta Dental is  1-855-370-3303; the telephone number for MetLife is 1-888-310-1681. 

Eligibility for VADIP   

Veterans enrolled in the VA health care program and CHAMPVA beneficiaries are eligible to participate in 

VADIP. Participation in VADIP does not affect Veteransô eligibility for VA dental  services and treatment. 

Dependents of Veterans, except those eligible under CHAMPVA, are not eligible for VADIP; however, the 

insurance carriers may offer dependents separate coverage options.  

Dental Plan Information  

Coverage will be provided throughout the United States and its territories.  

Multiple plan options will allow participants to select a plan that provides benefits and  premiums that meet 

their dental needs and budget. Offered plans will vary and may include diagnostic, preventative, surgical, 

emergency and endodontic/restorative treatment. Each  participant will pay a fixed monthly premium for 

coverage, in addition to any copayments required by his or her plan.

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WHAT IS ñPRESUMPTIVEò SERVICE CONNECTION? 

The VA presumes that specific disabilities diagnosed in certain veterans were caused by their military ser-
vice.VA does this because of the unique circumstances of their military service. If one of these conditions is 
diagnosed in a Veteran in one of these groups, VA presumes that the circumstances of his/her service 

caused the condition, and disability compensation can be awarded. 

Veterans in the groups identified below:  Entitlement to disability compensation may be presumed   

under the circumstances described and for the conditions listed. 

Veterans within one year of release from active duty: Veterans diagnosed with chronic diseases 

(such as arthritis, diabetes, or hypertension) are encouraged to apply for disability compensation. 

Veterans with continuous service of 90 days or more:  Veterans diagnosed with amyotrophic  

lateal sclerosis (ALS)/Lou Gehrigôs disease at any time after discharge or release from qualifying active ser-

vice is  sufficient to establish service connection for the disease, if the veteran had active continuous service 

of  90 days or more. 



Environmental Health Registry, Evaluation for Veterans 

The VAôs health registry evaluation is a free, voluntary medical assessment for Veterans who may have been ex-

posed to certain environmental hazards during military service. The evaluations alert Veterans to possible long-term 

health problems that may be related to exposure to specific environmental hazards during their military service. The 

VA has established several health registries to track and monitor the health of specific groups of Veterans. You may 

be eligible to participate in one or more of these health registries: Agent Orange Registry, Airborne Hazards and 

Open Burn Pit Registry, Gulf War (includes current war on terror), Ionizing Radiation, Depleted Uranium Follow-Up 

Program, Toxic Embedded Fragment Surveillance Center. For more information about these Registries, please call
